The role of small farms (personal and collective) in ensuring the food and environmental security of the
country is emphasized, their typical structure is shown in accordance with the provisions of New Theory of Agriculture. The study ana-
lyzed the dynamics of the number of farms, the size of their land use, analyzed the features of their specialization. Particular attention is
paid to a set of current and future program activities and measures aimed at increasing the efficiency of agriculture. Based on the results
of the study, it was concluded that, in the aggregate, the measures taken and implemented allow the country to become one of the leading
regional producers and exporters of food and agricultural products. The accumulated experience of Thailand as a leading global pro-
ducer and exporter of food and agricultural products shows that the achievement of food security in the country is achieved by following
the provisions of the New Theory of Agriculture, by adhering to the principles of sustainable agriculture, natural resource management,
and food safety. This allows the country to play an important role in ensuring both regional food security and contribute at the global
level.
