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ВВЕДЕНИЕ

Настоящее пособие предназначено для студентов I и II ступени высшего образования всех специальностей и имеет своей целью совершенствование навыков чтения и говорения на основе текстов биографического характера.

Пособие состоит из восьми уроков, которые в свою очередь делятся на две части. В первой части приводится текст-биография известного бизнесмена или предпринимателя, причем каждый текст сопровождается рядом упражнений на отработку произносительных, лексических или грамматических навыков чтения и говорения. Имеются упражнения, предшествующие тексту, а также послетекстовые задания, целью которых является проверка понимания прочитанного, активизация лексики урока, а также развитие навыков говорения. В примечаниях после текстов поясняются некоторые географические названия, имена собственные, идиоматические обороты и иные лингвокульторологические сведения.
Во второй части урока (Follow-up activities) приводится дополнительный грамматический, лексический материал или тексты для чтения, логически либо тематически связанные с первой частью. Он позволяют закрепить сформированные лексико-грамматические навыки говорения и чтения. По усмотрению преподавателя эти упражнения можно использовать как контрольные задания по чтению и говорению.
Все тексты, включенные в данное пособие, являются познавательными и, несомненно, расширят кругозор студентов и магистрантов.

Пособие может использоваться как в аудитории под руководством преподавателя, так и для самостоятельной работы учащихся.

AKIO MORITA
Akio Morita was the co-founder of the Sony1 Corporation.

Morita was born in Nagoya, Japan, on January 26, 1921. His family had brewed sake2 for many generations and he was expected to join the family business.

Instead, Morita became a physicist. On May 7, 1946, he and Masaru Ibuka founded Tokyo Telecommunications Engineering Corporation. Ibuka was in charge of research and developing products. Morita took care of marketing, financing, employee relations, and expanding their company internationally.

In 1958, they changed the company's name to Sony. They wanted a name that was easy for people in other countries to say and to remember. It was the first step in their strategy for expanding their business into a global corporation

In 1960, Morita moved to the United States to lead Sony Corporation of America. In 1961, Sony became the first Japanese company to offer shares on the New York Stock Exchange. This encouraged other Japanese companies to raise money from foreign sources instead of borrowing from Japanese banks.

Over the years, Morita's creativity and innovation resulted in the development of products such as the Walkman and the video cassette recorder.

Morita also expanded Sony's operations. In 1966, Sony became involved in music software. In 1979, the Sony Prudential Life Insurance company was founded. In 1988, Sony bought CBS Records and, a year later, Columbia Pictures.

Morita also worked to introduce Japanese culture and to ease Japan's trade relations with other nations. He was very good at this, and his cheerful personality made him popular with business and political leaders around the world. Many countries, including Japan, gave him their highest awards for his work.

Morita's energy and drive carried over to3 his personal life. He began to ski, play tennis, and scuba dive4 later in life.

In 1993, Morita suffered a stroke5 while playing tennis. He resigned as chairman of Sony, but remained as Honorary Chairman until his death on October 3, 1999.

CHUNG JU-YUNG
Chung Ju-Yung was the founder and head of the Hyundai Corporation of South Korea.

Chung was born on November 25, 1915, in what is now North Korea. His parents were poor farmers, and he was the oldest of eight children. His father took him out of school at a young age to work to support the family. But at 16, he sold one of his father's cows and used the money to run away to Seoul.

There, he sold rice and then became a truck driver. Through hard work, he soon owned an auto repair shop. This shop was the beginning of his corporate empire, which he named Hyundai, Korean for "modern."

The South Korean president was impressed with Chung's hard work and ambition and asked him to do a lot of government work. Chung used the money he made doing this to start new businesses. By the 1990s, Hyundai was South Korea's largest family-owned business empire, or ''chaebol." It built cars and ships, constructed buildings, manufactured electronic equipment and computer chips, and shipped oil around the world.

Chung’s business successes helped to rebuild the South Korean economy after the Korean War.1 This improved the lives of ordinary people. Chung became very rich and used his own money to build hospitals, schools, and apartments for his 170,000 employees.

In 1992, Chung was defeated when he tried to be elected president of South Korea. He was later convicted of election fraud, but did not go to jail because of his age. Later, Chung worked to unify the two Koreas. He developed business and tourism projects that benefited both countries.

Chung and his wife had eight sons and one daughter. When his eldest son and heir died in 1982, his other sons began to fight about who would take his place. Another son died in 1990. When Chung retired in May 2000, Hyundai was split into separate companies, each run by a family member.

Chung died of pneumonia on March 21, 2001, at age 85.

Largest global shipbuilder buys Russian farm
South Korea's Hyundai Heavy Industries, the world's largest shipbuilder, which has not signed a single ship contract since last fall, has decided to branch into farming. The company bought a stake of almost 70% in a Russia-based farming firm, Khorol Zerno LLC, for $6.5 million to grow grain for the import-dependent East Asian country. 

Hyundai Heavy says it plans to use the company's 10,000 hectares of cropland in Russia's Far Eastern Maritime Territory to grow corn and soybean. However, analysts believe the shipbuilder could also grow rapeseed for biofuel production.  

The Koreans could also have opted for the non-core assets to diversify business as a kind of anti-crisis insurance. Farming, along with another new business division, solar energy, will lower the company's dependence on shipbuilding which currently fetches it half of its annual revenue ($15.2 billion in 2008). 

However, Hyundai Heavy hasn't signed a single shipbuilding contract since September 2008. "Shipbuilding is facing a difficult time," said Sevastian Kozitsyn, an analyst with BrokerCreditService. "Each project takes two or three years and is financed with long-term loans, which no one can afford these days." 

The company might face problems with shipment of corn and soybean to South Korea. "Russia's Far Eastern ports have no grain terminals," said Alexander Korbut, president of the Russian Grain Union. It would be logical to assume that Hyundai Heavy will agree to build one. 

Or, it could opt for growing rapeseed for biofuel production. Agriculture is a new and potentially lucrative branch of power generation. "Rape-growing will yield higher profits than shipbuilding," Kozitsyn concluded.

MARTHA STEWART
Martha Stewart changed the lifestyles of North Americans.

Stewart was born Martha Kostyra on August 3, 1941, in New Jersey1. She grew up in a large family, where she learned to cook, sew, and garden. She worked as a model for many years, starting when she was 13.

Stewart graduated from college in 1962. While she was in college, she met and in 1961 married Andy Stewart, a law student. In 1967, their only child, Alexis, was born. From 1967 to 1972, Martha worked as a stockbroker in New York City.

In 1972, the family moved to Connecticut2, where Martha and her husband restored an old farmhouse. In the late 1970s, Stewart started a catering business. Ten years later, her business was worth a million dollars. Soon after, she wrote the first of her many books on how to cook, decorate, and garden. All of her business ventures were very successful

In 1990, Stewart and her husband were divorced.

Stewart started publishing her magazine Martha Stewart Living in 1991. Her business empire soon included two magazines, a television show, several books, and many home and garden products that she designs and then sells in department stores.

In 1999, the public was able to buy shares in Stewart's company on the New York Stock Exchange3. Many people did, and Stewart became a billionaire.

In June 2002, Stewart was investigated for selling her shares in a research organization just before their price went down. Many people believe she was told ahead of time that this was going to happen and sold her shares to avoid losing money. This is against the law. In March 2004, she was found guilty of obstructing justice and lying to investigators. She was sent to prison for 6 months, and was released in March of 2005.

When she first entered prison the value of her own company's stocks went down, and she lost a great deal of money. However, since then, the public has found new confidence in her company, and once again the value of her stock has increased drastically.

In prison, Stewart was offered her own TV reality show by Mark Burnett4, the highly successful creator of Survivor5 and The Apprentice6. Her new show is modeled after the Apprentice, and focuses on areas of expertise in media, home renovation, entertaining, design, merchandising, technology and style.

SAM WALTON

Sam Walton started Wal-Mart, a chain of stores that is now the largest in the world.

Walton was born on March 29, 1918, in rural Oklahoma1. His father farmed but, in 1923, he moved the family to Missouri2 to work as a mortgage man.

As a boy, Walton was the youngest Eagle Scout3 in America. In high school, he played sports, was an honor student, and sold milk and newspapers to make extra money for his family. He worked all through college, where he studied economics. After graduating, he worked in a store and a munitions plant, before serving in the U.S. Army from 1943 to 1945.

After the war, he managed a five-and-dime store4 and, by 1962, he had 15 stores in Arkansas5, Missouri, and Oklahoma. He also introduced some new business practices. He bought large quantities of goods at low prices and then sold them at lower prices than other stores. He put stores where people could get to them easily, kept them open longer, especially at Christmas, and offered his managers part of the store's profits to gain their loyalty.

In 1962, he used these ideas when he and his brother opened the first Wal-Mart store, in Rogers, Arkansas. He also put check-out tills6 near exits so customers could buy everything at once and, in 1966, began using computers to run his business. To keep his prices low, he had to sell more. To do this, he opened a chain of Wal-Mart across rural America and always supported local charities, which made his stores very popular.
By 1985, Walton was the richest man in the United States. His personal fortune was estimated at $18.5 billion. Despite his wealth, he remained a down-to-earth man, living in a modest home in Bentonville and driving a pick-up truck. When he died on April 6, 1992, the company went to his wife and four children. In 1998, he was named one of the 20th century's most important people and awarded the Presidential Medal of Freedom7.

Wal-Mart is often criticized for putting small-town retailers out of business, but this has not stopped its growth. Today, there are more than 4,500 Wal-Marts (some of them in other countries), which employ at least 1.5 million people.

The key to Wal-Mart’s phenomenal success was really quite simple. Since the stores did business in rural communities, they had to become part of those communities and run themselves like small-town communities. In this regard, Walton’s genius shone through. Best described as a “good ole boy,” he spent four days per week visiting stores; before he had so many, he managed to visit each store at least once a year. He would usually arrive before the store opened so he could help the janitors and stockers get ready for another day. Then, wearing a Wal-Mart baseball cap and a name tag that simply read “Sam,” he would visit with (AmE. поговорить, поболтать) customers and employees alike, using a portable tape recorder to record how they thought their store ought to be run and what it should sell. MARKS & SPENSER
Britain’s favourite store

Marks & Spenser (or M&S) is Britain’s favourite store. Tourists love it too. It attracts a great variety of customers, from jousewives to millionaires. Princess Diana, Dustin Hoffman, and the British Prime Minister are just a few of its famous customers.

Last year it made  a profit of £529 million, which is more than £10 million a week.

How did it all begin?

It all started 105 years ago, when a young Polish immigrant, Michael Marks, had a stall in Leeds market. He didn’t have many things to sell: some cotton, a little wool, lots of buttons, and a few sjoelaces. Above his stall he put the now famous notice: DON’T ASK HOW MUCH – IT’S A PENNY. What are the best-sellers?

For women: jumpers, bras, and knickers (M&S is famous for its knickers!).
For men: shirts, socks, pyjamas, dressing gowns, and suits.

For children: underwear and socks. 

Best-sellers in food include: fresh chickens, bread, vegetables, and sandwiches. Chicken Kiev is internationally the most popular convenience food.

Why is M&S so successful?

The store bases its business on three principles: good value, good quality, and good service. Also, it changes with the times – once it was all jumpers and knickers. Now it’s food, furniture, and flowers as well. Top fashion designers advise on styles of clothes.

But perhaps the most important key to its success is its happy, well-trained staff. Conditions of work are excellent. There are company doctors, dentists, hairdressers, and even chiropodists to look after the staff, and all the staff can have lunch for under 40 p!

STEVE JOBS
Steve Jobs has helped to make personal computers and computer technology available to everyone.

Steven Paul Jobs was born in Los Altos, California, on February 24, 1955. He was adopted when he was a baby and grew up in northern California.

After high school, Jobs attended college in Portland, Oregon1, but left after his first semester to travel in India. When he returned to California, he learned that his high-school friend Steve Wozniak was building computers as a hobby. Wozniak had just invented the Apple I computer. Jobs thought it could be a big success and in 1976 Jobs and Wozniak started Apple Computers. They worked out of Jobs's garage.

The Apple II personal computer that they built next appealed to both business and the public. The computer sold well and the company prospered until about 1981. That year, the IBM Company introduced its personal computer and began to take business away from Apple.

By then, Jobs and his development team had invented the Macintosh computer. Unlike the Apple II, the Macintosh was not very popular at first and Jobs left the company in 1985.

After Jobs left Apple, he started his own company, called NeXT Software. Then, in 1986, he bought Pixar Animation Studios. In 1995, Pixar produced the first entirely computer-generated movie – Toy Story. It was a big hit, and Pixar went on to produce A Bugs Life (1998), Toy Story 2 (1999). Monsters Inc. (2001), and Finding Nemo (2003). These movies made a great deal of money.

In 1996, Apple bought NeXT Software. Jobs was asked to return to Apple to help it become a leader in the computer field once again. In 1998, Apple introduced its iMac and iBook personal computers, which have been very successful.

Jobs was the CEO2 of both Apple Computers and Pixar Animation Studios. In August 2011, he resigned as CEO of Apple, but remained with the company as chairman of the company's board 
Jobs died at his California home on October 5, 2011. He had lost consciousness the day before, and died with his wife, children and sister at his side.

BILL GATES
Bill Gates is the co-founder of the computer-software company called Microsoft. His company has changed how millions of people in the world communicate and how they do business.

Gates was born in Seattle, Washington, on October 28, 1955. His father was a lawyer and his mother was very active in the community. Gates attended public school until he was 12. Zubair Kazi was born in Bhatkal, a small town in southwest India. His dream was to be an airplane pilot, and when he was 16 years old, he learned to fly a small plane.

Mr. Kazi borrowed money from a bank and bought the restaurant. For the first six months, Mr. Kazi worked in the restaurant from 8 a.m. to 10 p.m., seven days a week. He and his wife cleaned up the restaurant, remodeled the front of the building, and  improved  the  cooking.  They also tried hard to please the customers. CHARLES GOODYEAR
Charles Goodyear was an American who invented the vulcanization of rubber. Vulcanization is a process that uses chemicals and heat to change and strengthen rubber so that it can be used to make products such as tires and inflatable life rafts.

Goodyear was born in New Haven, Connecticut, on December 29, 1800. He had little schooling. As a young man, he worked with his father in their hardware store in Philadelphia. When their business failed, Goodyear was sent to debtors’ prison because he could not pay his debts.

While he was in prison, he began to think of ways to make rubber usable. When he got out of prison, he made some rubber outer shoes, but the rubber melted when it got warm and the shoes were ruined. His experiments with rubber produced a strong smell in the family's house. When the neighbors complained, Goodyear, his wife, and their children moved to New York City.

Goodyear had to sell all of his family’s possessions to continue with his experiments. His family was soon very poor, and Goodyear spent more time in debtors’ prison.

Goodyear did not give up though. He discovered that by adding sulfur and using heat he could strengthen the rubber and keep it from melting. After five years of experimenting, he learned how much sulfur to add and the right temperature to use. The rubber could now be used in commercial products. In 1844, he received a U.S. patent for the vulcanization of rubber. Many people tried to steal his idea and he had to go to court several times to try to stop them. The money he spent going to court made him even poorer.

Goodyear never became rich from his invention. He was more interested in experimenting with rubber than in making products from it. When he died in 1860, at the age of 60, he was $200,000 in debt.

Secret of Success

Unusual things to study at college or university.

Why are some people successful and others aren’t? What’s the secret of success? Author Malcolm Gladwell thinks he knows.

Many of Gladwell’s ideas appear in his social psychology bestseller Outliers. The popular view is that some of us are born talented and others aren’t. But Gladwell thinks that this is just an excuse for not trying… and if you really want to be good at something, you have to work at it. “Practice isn’t the thing you do once you’re good,” Gladwell writes. “It’s the thing you do that makes you good.” 

Central to the book is the “10,000-hour rule”. It means that if you want to be among the best in the world, you need to practise something for 10,000 hours. That’s the equivalent of three hours a day for 10 years. For example, The Beatles played live in Hamburg more than 1,200 times between 1960 and 1964, which is more than 10,000 hours of playing time. And when Microsoft chairman Bill Gates was 13, he was given access to a high school computer (one of the few available in the country), allowing him to practise computer programming for more than (yes, you guessed it!) 10,000 hours.

The interesting thing is that success has nothing to do with intelligence. Take the example of Christopher Langan, who’s mentioned in the book. He’s got an IQ of between 195 and 210 (Albert Einstein’s IQ was estimated to have been between 160 and 180). As a boy at school, Langan was able to take an exam in a foreign language he’d never studied and pass it after just skim-reading a text book for three minutes. However, Langan never graduated from university, and worked in labour-intensive jobs his whole life. This proves that intelligence alone will not lead to success – you need hard work, support, finance and opportunities. Gladwell adds, “No one – not rock stars, not professional athletes, not software billionaires, and not even geniuses – ever makes it alone.”

However, it isn’t just a question of time and support. Even after you’ve put in your 10,000 hours of practice, you still need one other key ingredient – luck. So, you could be the most amazing guitarist in the world, but unless you’re lucky enough to play in front of a record company executive who sees a way of exploiting that talent, you aren’t going to be seeing your name in lights. Of course, many people argue that you can create your own “luck” if you’re proactive enough… but then again, someone who’s willing to practise something for 10,000 hours is probably fairly pro-active anyway. So, are you putting in the hours? Carry on! You could get lucky!

CESAR CHAVEZ
Cesar Chavez helped American migrant farm workers fight for a better life.

Chavez was born near Yuma, Arizona, on March 31, 1927. His grandparents had started ranching in Arizona in the 1830s. His father worked on the family ranch and owned a nearby store.

In the 1930s, his father's business failed, and the family lost their ranch when the land became too dry to raise cattle. In 1938, the family moved to California to work as fruit and vegetable pickers. They went from farm to farm, living in migrant camps and making very little money. The children went to many different schools.

Chavez quit school to pick grapes, but in 1944, he joined the navy and served two years in World War II. When he returned home, he began working in the fields again. Pickers' wages and working conditions had still not gotten any better, and he decided this had to change.

In 1948, he joined some workers protesting poor wages and working conditions. Their protest failed, but he did not give up. From 1952 to 1962, he traveled and spoke all over California, urging Mexican-Americans to register to vote and migrant workers to demand their rights.

In 1962, Chavez formed what became the United Farm Workers (UFW) union. In 1965, he led California grape pickers in a strike for higher wages. He asked Americans to support them by refusing to buy table grapes. In 1968, to get more attention for the strike, he fasted for a time. The 5-year-long strike taught the public about the plight of migrant farm workers. Senator Robert Kennedy supported Chavez and the UFW.

In the 1970s, Chavez led several strikes and boycotts that forced grape and lettuce growers to give workers higher wages. In the 1980s, he fasted again, to bring attention to the use of toxic pesticides on grapes. Over the years, he convinced many Americans to support the migrant workers’ fight for a better life.

Chavez died on April 23, 1993.

LABOUR LAWS FOR TEENS
While millions of teens are gainfully employed in part-time and summer capacities, there are many state and federal laws that dictate when they can work and what they can do. These laws gradually introduce more freedom in employment as the child grows older. 

1. (    ) In most instances, a child has to be 14 years old or older before beginning employment. Strict labour laws prohibit children 13 and younger from working in most capacities. This prevents them from being overworked or placed in hazardous situations. However, children are allowed limited work experiences in newspaper delivery and babysitting. They can work in a business or on a farm that is owned or operated by their parents. They can also work as actors in motion pictures, television, and theatre or radio performances. 

2. (    ) Teenagers can only work certain hours without violating labour laws. There are many federal restrictions regarding teens who are 14 or 15 years old. The teenagers in this age bracket can only work between the hours of seven in the morning and seven in the evening. The only exception to this occurs between June 1 and Labour Day, when teenagers are allowed to work until nine in the evening. They are not permitted to work during school hours. Further restrictions dictate that they cannot work more than three hours on a school day, with a limit of 18 hours in a school week. They cannot work longer than eight hours on a non-school day or 40 hours in a non-school week. 

3. (    ) There are different occupational allowances depending on the teenager's age. Thresholds at the child's 14th and 16th birthdays dictate what kind of positions they can work in. At 14, teens can be employed in an office, store, restaurant, movie theatre, amusement park, or gas station, although the specifically allowed positions in these businesses are limited. These restrictions may be slightly different depending on the state in which the child resides. Under no circumstances are they allowed to work in positions requiring them to drive or operate machinery or any mining or manufacturing positions. At 16, teenagers can be employed in any occupation that has not been declared hazardous.

4. (    ) Children younger than 12 are permitted to work on designated «small farms». These farms are not required to pay the federal minimum wage and do not use more than 500 days of agricultural labour in a three-month period. These children can only work in non-hazardous jobs, only when school is not in session, and only with parental permission. Youth who are 12 or 13 years old can work on a farm with written parental consent or if a parent works on the same farm. They can only work when school is not in session and in non-hazardous capacities. Teenagers who are 14 or 15 years old can work on any farm, but are still required to work in non-hazardous jobs when school is not in session. After turning 16, however, a teenager can work on any day, for any number of hours and in any agricultural capacity. 

5. (    ) However, these can be restricted by individual state legislation. Jobs that do not fall within the scope of federal child labour laws include newspaper delivery, babysitting, acting, and working within a business or on a farm owned or operated by parents as long as the business does not involve hazardous occupations, as determined by the Department of Labour. Similarly, odd jobs like mowing lawns are generally not addressed by labour laws.
